Teeth whitening toothpastes are ideal for people who smoke, drink coffee and
tea and eat certain foods that may stain your teeth. Teeth whitening
toothpastes are also OK to use after you have undergone a teeth whitening

procedure to keep surface stains from building up on your teeth.

It's your choice, but if you do decide to use a teeth whitening toothpaste, make
sure that it contains fluoride for extra protection against tooth decay.
